It can be lengthened with 

use of drain extensions.

WALLDRAIN: DRAIN CONNECTION

It is recommended to install the vertical installation panels without cutting 

them on the side where they meet since the sloped connector is made 

to fit between the two drain bodies. This might not be possible in cases 

where the length of the shower cannot accommodate the 78” of minimum 

length, waste outlets cannot be placed in the specific places where 

required by the drain layout or other circumstances.

This installation is the same as an installation of two separate drains. 

Special attention should be paid to the alignment of the drain bodies (both 

horizontally and vertically). The horizontal flanges need to be set at the 

same height and level, but the vertical plane must be flat and straight. 

After vertical installation panels and drain bodies are set, continue 

with standard WallDrain liquid waterproofing, except where the vertical 

installation panels meet. This joint needs to be treated as a any other joint 

in liquid waterproofing and covered with reinforcement tape.

When installing the drain extensions, the ends are treated the same way 

as in standard installation. Regular drain extensions are installed at an 

angle using thinset and transition tape. The area between the drains is 

very similar except that the connector is shaped to provide a slope and fit 

between the ends of drain bodies (if the vertical installation panels are not 

cut between the drains).

If vertical installation panels or even one of them is cut then the connector 

needs to be trimmed equally on both to provide equal flow of water to both 

sides of the connector and thus the waste outlets in drain bodies.

When ready to install the connector (trimmed or untrimmed) place transition 

tape on the back and install with the use of thin set the same way as the drain 

extensions. Make sure that the middle point is sticking forward and the ends of 

the connector are tight to the drain body.

When these are installed, proceed with standard installation of adjustment 

panels and covers.
